The religious power of the city destroyed at mid -Trib (Rev 17:16)


The city itself is completely destroyed near the end of the Trib (Rev 18:8)


The city is destroyed by God Himself with a great earthquake (Rev 18:8, 
16:18-19)


The city will never be found (Rev 18:21)


Her smoke rises in to the ages of the ages (Rev 19:3)
