Sequence of time




Tarry = extending a sequence

The Opening Act of the Second Coming of Jesus Christ (Rev 19:11-16)


His Titles


Called (by others) Faithful and True (vs 11)



cf Matt 5:17




"True" as opposed to "The Lie"





I Thess 2:11; Isa 59:14-15


A (written) name known only to Himself at this time (vs 12)




Phil 2:9-11



Called (in the past and up to the present, by others) The Word of God (vs 13)




Jn 1:1,14




A Name written on His garment and on His thigh: King of Kings and Lord of Lords 


(vs 16)




cf Jn 1:10, 19:14-15

His Appearance



A victorious conqueror riding on a white horse (vs 11) 




cf Rev 6:2; The false conqueror


His eyes ‘as a flame of fire’ (vs 12) 




cf Rev 1:14


Many diadems on His head (vs 12) 




Crowns of rule, not victory





cf Rev 14:14; a crown of victory


A garment having been dipped in blood (vs 13) 




His own blood





cf Heb 9:12-28, Rom 3:25


A sharp (battle) sword out of His mouth (vs 15) 




cf Rev 1:16, 19:21


His Actions



He judges and makes war in righteousness (vs 11) 




With the sword of His mouth




With justified accuracy



He will rule the nations with a rod of iron

His Heavenly Armies  (These are Glorified Church Saints)


They (the Church) are soldiers in a different way than angelic armies.



They are soldiers by promoting the written Word, thereby providing 




protection from error ; they do not physically fight

They will always be with Christ after the Rapture




I Thess 4:18



They will share in His victory

They are already identified with fine linen garments of white

Angels garments are described by 2 different Greek words, but never by 



the word ‘fine linen’




Angels are spirits and do not need to ride anything





Christ and the Church are in glorified bodies
