The Evidence Against the Accused


The evidence for their eternal destination:  the Book of (the) Life



God’s book that states to whom He has given ‘higher’ life




Rev 13:8; 17:8 





Written in the perfect tense 




Phil 4:3





Used to acknowledge un-named believers




Rev 3:5





Shows eternal security by a negative statement



Not to be confused with the “Book of the Living” which pertains to physical life
