How does the earthly Jerusalem compare to the heavenly Jerusalem?


The earthly Jerusalem has a temple (Ezek 40-48)




There is no temple building in the heavenly Jerusalem





Rev 21:22



The 12 tribes of Israel surround the earthly Jerusalem



The earthly Jerusalem is about 8 miles square




The heavenly Jerusalem is is 1342 miles long/wide/high
