Introduction


Heb 9:27 “and it is appointed unto (the) men, once to die, but after this…” 


II Pet 3:7 = “but the heavens and the earth, which are now, by the same word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against (for) a day of judgment and destruction of (the) ungodly men”


The Great White Throne Judgment is only for the ungodly of all time.  There is no general judgment of all men! 
The unsaved/ungodly dead are raised and before the GWT for two reasons:


They rejected God’s provision for their salvation



God provided a complete redemption for their sins through Christ




II Pet 2:1



God no longer looks a fallen mankind as an enemy because of the 




reconciling death of Christ




Col 1:20,21



God has been propitiated (satisfied) concerning the sin nature by the (spiritual) 


death of Christ while on the cross, thus providing the potential of eternal life for all



Applied to all who believe the gospel of I Cor 15:3,4




Rom 6:23




Jn 3:16  



These necessary provisions of Christ’s sacrificial human death (physical and 


spiritual) on the cross for every person’s sins was rejected by these sinners who 


are before the Great White Throne.


This rejection is demonstrated by the absence of their names in the Book 
of (the) Life

Conclusion
