Introduction


The prophecies of the Book of Daniel were to:


Explain to some detail, the culmination of Israel’s future



But these prophesies were not to be clearly understood by Israel at the 


time (Dan 12:4,9).



The understanding of these prophecies were sealed to them until Israel’s 


“end time.”


Not until the apostle John wrote the Book of Revelation about 600 years later, 
could the Book of Daniel begin to be understood.
