From his own fall



To the fall of mankind in Garden of Eden



To the perversion of OT prophets and shepherds



To the perversion of NT false apostles and false teachers



To those who pervert the prophecy of the Book of Revelation

The inclination of fallen mankind to pervert Gods Word is because it is 
foolishness to them

Perversion by Subtraction


This perversion paid by subtracting 




access to the Tree of Life and 




to the holy city (the heavenly New Jerusalem) and 




Of the things written in the Book (about the holy city)





cf Rev 22:14; 14:12

Conclusion

Neither of these two warnings apply to anyone today; only to those who live during this 
time of plagues and the (heavenly) New Jerusalem.  

Today, those who pervert the Book of the Revelation will suffer the consequences 
mentioned in II Peter 2:1, swift destruction.

In the light of the multitude of perversions of God’s fore-told history (prophecy), Grace believers are to take heed to the prophecy of Christ’s second coming as a lamp shining in a dark place until the Rapture of the Church (I Jn 3:2; Rev 2:28)
