Summary of Ephesians 4:1-15
Revelation About the Body of Christ

(The Church - Eph 1:22-23)

Eph 4:1-11  The 7-fold unity of the Spirit, developed and maintained by the diversity of four (of the 20) spiritual gifts which are given by the Spirit.

Eph 4:12    Spiritual adjustment of the saints, so that each one can accurately and continually perform their own work of a ministry (cf Eph 2:10).

Eph 4:13    This adjusting continues until:


1)  the unity of the faith is experienced by all the NT 
      saints


2)  the complete maturity of "The Christ" at the Rapture       
     of the Church.
Eph 4:14   This adjustment for accomplishing a work of ministry (service) of building up the Body of Christ continues until the Rapture, so that no saint remains a spiritual infant (babbler) who can be blown and carried about by:


1)  means of a false message of spiritual life and growth


2)  slight and craftiness of the men facing the 

     methodology of the error.

Eph 4:15    So now be "truthing" (think truth, speak truth, act truth even in your attitude) by means of love:


1)  forbearing (vs 2)


2)  truthing  (vs 15)


3)  building up . . . in love

Truth = God's reality  (Deut 32:4; Ps 117:2; Jn 17:17)

Truth to fallen mankind = relativity and uncertainty (Jn 18:37, Isa 59:12-15)
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
