• Instructions to destroy 

graven images

• Deut 7:5,25

turned into an idol

• II Kings 18:4

• Two warnings in Deuteronomy

THE PERVERSION OF MODERN ART

Definition:  “the rejection of traditionally 
accepted forms and the emphasis on 
individual experimentation and sensibility”

Expresses self-centeredness and cliques



THE PROPER USE OF ART

• A moderate appreciation of sane realistic 

expressions, but always measured by God’s truth

• Statues

• Religious figures

• Inappropriate conveyance of the human 

body

• People and events held in honor 

• War memorials

• Generals, politicians, scientists, etc

• The original intention of stained-glass church 

windows

• Sunday school pictures of Bible stories and 

children’s Bibles

• Our Revelation 3:20 picture of Jesus
