INTRODUCTION

• Waiting requires patience

• James 1:3-4

• We are (eagerly) waiting for the fulfilment 

of the third tense of our salvation

• This period of waiting has continued for 

almost 2000 years



The Waiting

• The waiting period for the first coming of Christ:

• Promised shortly after The Fall of mankind into sin (Gen 3:15)

• Promised through Abraham (Gen 22:17-18)

• Promised by Moses

• Promised through David

• Malachi to John – 400 silent years



The Waiting

• The waiting period for the second coming of Christ: (Acts 1:6-7)

• The need for patience shortly before Christ’s second coming

• Rev 6:9-10



The Willful Rejection of God’s Revelation
(II Peter 3:3-7)

The REALITY of God’s record of past judgment 

• The greatest judgment … so far!  The world system was totally ruined  
- Gen 5:32, 7:6

• 100 years of warning:  Noah preacher of righteousness  - II Pet 2:5

• The response of mankind the warning  - Matt 24:37-39
