INTRODUCTION

The heart of man as described in Scripture consists of 
the mind, the will, and the emotions

The human heart is perverted in all three areas – Jer 17:9

Israel’s presumption and disobedience in doing/keeping 
the Law covenant, was a result of the wicked condition 
of their hearts



KEEPING (OBEYING) THE LAW 
IS A MATTER OF THE HEART

God’s desire for a heart of obedience  - Deut 5:24-27

God’s instruction for direction and protection of their heart

• God’s command to correctly use their heart- Deut 6:5 -12

• Don’t let your heart forget – Deut 8:13-18

• Don’t let your heart be deceived – Deut 11:16-20



KEEPING (OBEYING) THE LAW 
IS A MATTER OF THE HEART 

(CONTINUED)

• Obedience would result in their own righteousness –
Deut 6:25, cf Isa 64:6

• The only solution for an obedient heart:  heart 
circumcision – Deut 10:12-26, cf Acts 7:51

• The Lord did not provide help for their heart problem 
(before His second coming) – Deut 9:2-4



THE REJECTED PROVISION OF CHRIST 
FOR ISRAEL’S HEART PROBLEM

• 3 dispossessions of the land and 3 restorations to 

the land

• Into Egypt / out of Egypt

• Into Babylon/ out of Babylon

• Scattered throughout the nations, yet to be gathered 

from the nations
