* The double fulfillment of Isaiah 7:14 (near and far)

*Near fulfillment to Ahaz, King of Judah

*|sa 7:0-16 — a firstborn son of a virgin in Ahab’s day would be
named Immanuel as a sign to Ahab, that God was with Judah
and would protect her from invasion by the confederate union of
the northern 10 tribes and Damascus

* The far fulfillment of God the Son becoming the God /
Man, Emmanuel, by means of Mary’s conception by the
Holy Spirit - Matt 1:22-23

*God the Son is now incarnated — given a human body and
nature - Heb 10:5-7
