We
will not judge each other’s works — cf | Cor 4:5

o|| Cor 5:10 — "ALL grace-believers MUST be
caused to be manifest before the judgment
seat of Christ to ‘take care of (‘receive” KJV)

*To examine what Is rewardable

Determining which works were accomplished by
Christ’s Life — using HIS empowerment and for
HIS glory — | Cor 3:11-12, Il Cor 5:10



The Believer’s Condition
at This Judgment

*Glorified (no longer possessing a sin nature)

*The order of future events:

1) The Rapture of the Church - Thess 4:13-
18, Eph 5:25-27

-2) The Bema Seat judgment - we look for the
Rapture before we expect the Bema judgment

«3) Our glorified presentation to the Father
— | Thess 3:13, Jude 1:24, Rev 19:7-8
