|| Chron 6:18 “But will God indeed dwell with men on the
earth? Behold, heaven and the heaven of heavens

cannot contain You. How much less this temple which |
have built!”

NT grace believers are made fulness IN CHRIST - Col 2:10

* Our fulness = 1) the completeness of how the Father sees
us NOW in Christ and, 2) the future state of our glorification
at the Rapture of the Church

* Qur fulness in Christ = all three tenses of our salvation,
fulfilled/completed

*Qur filling = Eph 5:18 — Christ’s life and character (the fruit
of the Spirit) demonstrated in us, and through us when we
are spiritual (mentally focused on how God sees us in Christ)

Three more references to our fulness in the Ephesian epistle:

*Eph 3:19 - the complete knowledge, understanding, and
usage of agape love

*Eph 4:10 — The risen and ascended Christ provides the
potential to practice this fulness

*Eph 4:13 - the completed fulness of our salvation at the
Rapture
